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1. The history which began with the inaugural encounter with the Europeans, during  the 15th century, has remained on its course: from the slave trade to the modernized forms of slavery, focusing on reducing people to be nothing more than the cheapest possible labor or  the mere objective of humanitarianism –founded on charity—and not be really an integral part of humanity with which it could engage on the basis of an egalitarian relationship of solidarity.

2. All of the resistance, all of the struggles, by the conquered to re-affirm their humanity were countered by the leveling effort of the conquerors.  The aim was, and continues to be, to do away with Ndona Kimpa Vita and the Antonins who insisted on the Kongolese to be treated as human beings and not as mechanical parts of production to be sold to the New World.  They called for the preservation of the integrity of the Kingdom, for the rebuilding of  its destroyed capital, --Mbanza Kongo; and they called for the Christianity of sacraments which was participating in the slave trade to be replaced by the Christianity of sincerity of the heart, in solidarity with the poorest –in line with the instructions from St Anthony.

3. Leaders like M’siri had to be eliminated, because they were resisting the imposition of the Congo Free State which organized a holocaust which took about 12 million Congolese lives in less than 30 years.  Even the abolition of slavery (1807-1868) was not carried out on the principled recognition of the humanity of Congolese as it was assumed alright to chop their heads and hands off following the tacit guidelines of “exterminating all the brutes”, for the sake of seeking increased profits.  Aside from the books which have been written to expose this horrendous holocaust, no thought has been directed toward reparations and compensations.  Who bears the responsibility for  all this bloodshed?

4. Simon Kimbangu had to be eliminated (jailed for life), along with the  prophets –Bangunza.  They suffered all kinds of torture and humiliations (e.g. cleaning human waste with their bare hands, flogging and whipping on a daily basis, for one Thomas Ntwalani up to 240 strokes in one day, etc.), sentenced to life without parole, exiled far from their birth place and to the harshest equatorial forest environment.  All of that simply because their were calling for spiritual liberation (“no more intermediaries in acccessing God”), political liberation (“the Whites must leave!”), the liberation of all of Africa, the liberation of the descendants of the slaves and their return to Africa, and restore the complete humanity of the black race, the most humiliated in the world.

5. Lumumba and the nationalists had to be eliminated for they had dared to demand the end of the colonizing social conditions,  to call for, and,  started constructing a real independence by and for the Congolese   who were mentally decolonized and had an unshakable faith in a liberated Congo.   Their elimination was thought of as complete and total: even to the point of seeking to physically get rid of their bodies.  To this day we do not know how many nationalists were assassinated in order to consolidate neo-colonial rule on the soil of pro-western Authenticity.  How many butchered bodies (Pierre Mulele, Benguila, etc.) were thrown into the river; how many people were fed to the crocodiles (Raymond Bikebi, etc.).  Entire villages were destroyed….  Innocent leaders were hanged.  For most of them their burial place are impossible to find.  All those who died in support of (forced to support) the West during the Cold War did not get material or moral recognition.  It is the intellectual authors of the assassination of Lumumba, through their ruling institutions –the US Congress and the Belgian Senate—which, up to now, set up commissions of inquiry into the assassination of Lumumba, while our own leaders do not even think of it!  (The direct killers/executioners of Lumumba, Mpolo, Okito  --Belgians—were never bothered;  one of them prided himself for having kept as a trophy two of Lumumba’s front teeth!)

6. Millions of Congolese have been massacred through wars triggered from outside and using mercenaries who were believers in Nazism (Müller, Mike Hoare, etc.), through rebellions driven by pillaging of natural resources, by famine, by the total neglect of public health….with hardly any echo of solidarity from  the rest of the world.  Even charitable humanitarianism becomes an opportunity for its agents to enrich themselves rather than trying to assist  the suffering population.  To do good is only done fast if it is profitable.  Laurent Désiré Kabila had to be eliminated  because he made people think of Lumumba, and because such a memory had to be censored out of history.  The so-called Kabilists followed the established trend and got rid of their master, surrounding themselves with veteran Mobutuists.  Wasn’t the assassin kabilist?

7. The idea is still deeply embedded in the minds and hearts of the world that the DRC is more of a geology or physical geography than having to do with a population.   Leading to the logical question of what to do with people who stand in the way of  pillaging  of natural resources so eagerly sought by the civilized world?  What to do with people who make demands to live, if they are thus exposing the rulers at the service of the external forces?  Animals know when and how to wait for the good things which will be brought by the changing seasons; but the  people with nothing to hope for, without hope for the future, aren’t they less than animals?   How many people, theoretically  citizens, die like animals?  The dogs of the rich are buried correctly.

8. During the centuries of slave trade, Christianity was either an accomplice or impotent.  The surge of Pentecostal Christianity,  today, is increasingly used as  an umbrella under which the pauperization of the Congolese people can proceed, managing the daily funerals with the blessing the ruling clique  by acting as its chaplains as well as its spirituality watch dogs, a heartless and insincere spirituality.  The ruthless will of the ruling clique to eliminate Fernando Kutino, for having triggered a popular movement to “salvage the Congo”, has been relentless.

9. Every cataclysmic event in the history of the country came and went without any resolution of the problems which emerged.  And there is no sign of a will to do anything about it either;  those who control power take a rest so they can carry on with their acts of destruction.  There has been no reconciliation with truth because their own fidelity is not toward real change, but to the pursuit of their old privileges which they want to further increase.  The famous power sharing,  which has been maintained by the pipers who work behind the scene is really about how to distribute these privileges according to the degree of power claimed by the candidates.

10. The Congolese of the RCD (Rasssemblement Congolais pour la Démocratie) had to be eliminated for having stood up for the principle that it was not because one had  been the victim of genocide or  been wrongly deprived of one’s rights and nationality that one therefore had all the rights over all others, adversaries or sympathizers, to rule, through violence, the State;  it is not enough to enjoy the sympathy or feelings of remorse of the most powerful countries  for the victims, and for these to be convinced that they are always right and therefore protected from any disaster (moral and political).  It is by working at convincing each other that one eventually arrives at the truth.  RCD had to be eliminated for having held to the principle that self-determination is universal even toward the Ugandan allies.  The followers and sympathizers of Bundu dia Kongo (BDK) had to be eliminated for having demanded the right to reject the results of the elections even under duress, extortion and intensive corruption; and for having forcefully reaffirmed their cultural and historical identity....

11. The government is often made up of members who are more worried about staying in power and getting rich as extravagantly and as fast as possible, while contemplating under their very eyes the catastrophic plunge into poverty of the majority of the population while pretending to ignore  the screaming calls and demands for help to resolve the problems confronted by that same majority.  In the globalization context dominated by the monopolies of the transnational  corporations,  the commitment of the government to neo-liberalism, i.e. the destruction, among other things, through privatizations of the State is a commitment to the pauperization of the majority of the population.  Today it has become a privilege to be in school, have access to health care,  water and electricity, to feel safe, to live in a healthy environment…..

12. Those who are in power do not seem to have a clear idea of which direction should the country be heading to, neither  do they seem to understand how the country got where it has arrived.  There is no sign of respecting the respectable memory of respectable ancestors.  As if the ancestors who died defending the country and its people have died in vain.  References are made to P.E. Lumumba, J. Kasa Vubu or Simon Kimbangu as if they were commodities out of which money could be made.  The leadership seems to have no sense of history.  The problems confronted by the ancestors 500 years ago are the same as today, only worse: inability to provide sufficient food, inability to provide the means to defend and ensure the defense of the country, its territorial integrity and the protection of its population and its goods.  Back then the so-called enlightened (modern) King Afonso I listened to, and trusted more, the missionaries, some of whom were engaged in the slave trade.  Mobutu, the dictator, had more trust in the rulers of the “Free World” in repressing his own people.  Today, the population is invited to look  up to the Chinese as their saviors.   The “free and credible elections” have only put in place structures aimed at legitimizing that which has always caused the crisis, today having reached catastrophic dimensions.

13.The redeeming elections were rushed (2006), bypassing the local, urban and municipal ones, i.e. the ones most people felt the closest to.  The hope for a new world never materialized: instead, oppression, misery, arbitrariness, the anarchy of negative values,  looting, selfishness enrichment of a minority continued unabated.  This minority eagerly sought its allies among the external sorcerers (represented by the agencies of world economic and financial crimes, money laundering; warlords for/of red coltan ; winners of fake contracts, etc.).  All of them helping each other thanks to constitutional impunity, thus institutionalizing a survival mode by any means necessary and through an endless fragmentation of what is left over of the State.  A State which continues to be run by those who were elected by the people!

The unresolved questions and issues left pending from the inability to properly end the Rwandan genocide continue to fuel the usual fire, fed, if not started , by the pillaging of resources, but also fuelling so-called low intensity wars.   Feelings of vindictive hatred are passed off as a liberation policy or even as that of  “national development”.   The new “democratic” institutions carry within themselves the conditions for the unfolding of an undeclared genocide.  Community based approaches (communitarianism) to resolving conflicts, often suggested as a solution, on either side,  killers as well as potential victims, generates within the whole region feelings and practices of exclusion which should have been resolved by the Congolese transition.

15. The condemnation of Ndona Beatrice Kimpa Vita and the Antonins must be reversed in order to revitalize their spirit and their great memory; King Pedro IV must be condemned along with his missionary accomplices, in order to bring back Christianity based on the promotion of  the human dignity of the poorest of the poor.  Such a reconsideration (of Christianity)  is necessary in order to heal those who have been frozen by the sickly fear of never ever daring to raise their head to defend humanity.  Between the seller of human beings and the one trying to protect them, who should have been burned at the stake?  Shouldn’t there be compensations and reparations for those who suffered?  Who is opposed to the building of a monument commemorating Kimpa Vita?  Why  hasn’t she been canonized as a Saint?

16.Kimbangu Simon and the Bangunza must be rehabilitated in order to revitalize their spirit and their memory;  the core of their demands back then constitutes today the core values defended by the UN, but they did much more: they healed people who were physically and spiritually sick;  they facilitated the decolonization process, and, it is said that Kimbangu had freed the King of the Belgians from the Nazi jail.  They had facilitated the acceptance of Christianity among the masses (by combating sorcery, domestic slavery and witchcraft, etc.).  In order to heal all those who had been disoriented by accusations which had left the impression of living in a world governed by inverted values, there must be reparations, compensations and national ceremonies of repentance.    Who should have been punished?  The one who organized forced labor leading to epidemics and deaths, or the one who was healing the sick and soothing the spirits?  The one who was demanding freedom on, and of, his native land or the one who was keeping him in chains on his land?
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
